The Ola Hotel is nestled in the heart of Providencia in Santiago de Chile. Providencia is a vibrant and cosmopolitan community, located in the northeastern part of Santiago, Chile’s capital city. Providencia is known for its mix of elegant and modern architecture, green spaces, cultural attractions, shopping and dining. The Ola Hotel is a Tapestry Collection Hotel by Hilton. Settle in to your room or explore Santiago, we will have a welcome dinner in a bohemian restaurant with a selection of traditional Chilean dishes. At the welcome dinner, a local Guide will welcome us and provide a general orientation of our Valle Nevado Adventure.
Friday, August 29th, we will Bus Coach to Valle Nevado and check into the Hotel Puerto del Sol for up to 7.5 days of skiing. Hotel Puerto del Sol is a ski-in, ski-out hotel, lifts, breakfast, dinner, and the bus to and from are included.  Once you are checked in and feel comfortable, you are set to ski that day.

I apologize for the confusion, as II meant ‘El Colorado,’ which together with Valle Nevado and La Parva, are known as the ‘Tres Valles.’  It is possible to ski between the resorts with an upgraded ticket ( which the Hotel Nevado includes) but you have to be a pretty strong intermediate – advanced skier. The lifts that connect them are also often closed due to weather / avalanche conditions.  If you wanted to bring the whole group over to one of the resorts for the day, the best option would be to rent a bus and drive around the mountain.



						Nevados de Chillan is a different resort, about 5.5 hours from Santiago (compared to  1:45 hours to Valle Nevado).  It is known for its hot thermal springs and treed trails.  If does have a lot of wind, though, and the lifts close more often than in Valle Nevado.

				Valle Nevado resort is entirely above tree line and is a mix of expertly groomed runs and natural, rolling terrain and gullies. The terrain is almost evenly divided into beginner, intermediate and advanced, with vast side country that is easily hiked, as well as a terrain park and boardercross run.

				The Back Bowls

				In the resort’s back bowl area, the highest lift Ancla hits 12,040 feet in altitude, dropping into a spectacular valley that makes skiers and riders truly feel as if they are in the heart of the Andes. This area of the resort, the “Inca Valley,” was given its name due to a 1,000-year-old Incan boy found here in the 1950s who had been sacrificed, and certainly a mystical aura is very perceptible when out doing runs in the area.

				Chile’s Tres Valles

				Chile’s Tres Valles (or 3 Valleys) is considered the combined terrain of Valle Nevado, La Parva, and El Colorado ski resorts. The total area offers the largest amount of skiable terrain in South America at nearly 7,000 total acres. To access all this terrain, Valle Nevado skiers must purchase an additional interconnect ticket, or book a 7-night stay at Valle and receive 2 lift tickets included as part of the total price.

				Terrain – Freestyle

				Valle Nevado ski resort offers one of the better terrain parks in South America. It was the first Chilean ski resort to open a FIS standard Snowboard Park and to host the FIS World Cup Snowboarding series in 2001. There’s also a FIS standard boardercross course, making options for snowboarding Valle Nevado pretty outstanding, not to mention the natural terrain around the resort that can feel like a park.

				Terrain – Experts

				There are fewer groomed advanced runs at Valle, with most of the steeper goods found throughout the resort’s off-piste areas including chutes and bowls filled with blower powder after a snow storm. For backcountry touring, the terrain linking La Parva ski area is very expansive opening up options for steep chutes and long powder runs back to the resort. Keep in mind if you are going to splitboard or backcountry ski tour Valle Nevado, internet and cell phone service is spotty the farther you get from the ski resort.

				Terrain – Intermediates

				Valle Nevado is a paradise for intermediate skiers and snowboarders; with lots of cruisy groomed runs and easy off-piste access. If you are snowboarding in Valle Nevado do note that some of the terrain in the middle of the mountain flattens out and it can be easy to get stuck if you do not carry your speed. This especially holds true after a fresh snowfall.

								Machu Picchu is a 15th-century Inca citadel located in the Eastern Cordillera of southern Peru on a 2,430-meter (7,970 ft) mountain ridge.[2][3] Often referred to as the "Lost City of the Incas", it is the most familiar icon of the Inca Empire. It is located in the Machupicchu District within Urubamba Province[4] above the Sacred Valley, which is 80 kilometers (50 mi) northwest of Cusco. The Urubamba River flows past it, cutting through the Cordillera and creating a canyon with a tropical mountain climate.

								The Inca civilization had no written language and following the first encounter by the Spanish soldier Baltasar Ocampo, no Europeans are recorded to have visited the site from the late 16th century until the 19th century. As far as historical knowledge extends, there are no existing written records detailing the site during its period of active use. The names of the buildings, their supposed uses, and their inhabitants, are the product of modern archaeologists based on physical evidence, including tombs at the site. Machu Picchu was built in the classical Inca style, with polished dry-stone walls. Its three primary structures are the Temple of the Sun, the Temple of the Three Windows, and the Intihuatana. Most of the outlying buildings have been reconstructed in order to give visitors a better idea of how they originally appeared.[11] By 1976, 30 percent of Machu Picchu had been restored[11] and restoration continues.[12] Most recent archaeologists believe that Machu Picchu was constructed as an estate for the Inca emperor Pachacuti (1438–1472). The Incas built the estate around 1450 but abandoned it a century later, at the time of the Spanish conquest. According to the new AMS radiocarbon dating, it was occupied from c. 1420–1532.[13] Historical research published in 2022 claims that the site was probably called Huayna Picchu by the Inca people themselves, as it exists on the smaller peak of the same name.[14][15]

								Machu Picchu was declared a Peruvian Historic Sanctuary in 1982 and a UNESCO World Heritage Site in 1983.[3] In 2007, Machu Picchu was voted one of the New Seven Wonders of the World in a worldwide internet poll.[16]
